*GOSPEL ACCLAMATION
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The Holy Gospel according to Luke
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*Two others also, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death
with him. **When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they
crucified Jesus there with the criminals, one on his right and one on his
left. [ **Then Jesus said, "Father, forgive them; for they do not know
what they are doing."]] And they cast lots to divide his clothing. *>And the
people stood by, watching; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, "He
saved others; let him save himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen
one!" **The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour
wine, “’and saying, "If you are the King of the Jews, save

We Share the Feast

*Holy Communion

to all. You gather your people around the tree of the cross, transforming
death into life. And so, with all the choirs of angels, with the church on earth
and the hosts of heaven, we praise your name and join their unending
hymn:

Holy, Holy, Holy
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*Thanksgiving at the Table

Blessed are you, Lord of heaven and earth. In mercy for our fallen world
you gave your only Son, that all those who believe in him should not perish
but have eternal life. We give thanks to you for the salvation you have
prepared for us through Jesus Christ. Send now your Holy Spirit into our
hearts, that we might receive our Lord with a living faith as he comes to us
in his holy supper.

Today we receive the Holy Eucharist through elements that have been
pre-consecrated on this altar by Pastor Folmar.

In the sacrament of the Holy Eucharist we are told that on the night in which
he was betrayed our Lord Jesus took bread, gave thanks, broke it, gave it
for all to eat saying, “This is my body given for you, do this for the
remembrance of me”. Again after supper, we are told, that he took the cup,
gave thanks, gave it for all to drink saying, “This cup is the new covenant in
my blood shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sins, do this
for the remembrance of me”. For as often as we eat this bread and drink
from this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.

Lord remember us in your kingdom, and teach us to pray:
