First Reading:       Deuteronomy 30:9-14  
  
 

A reading from Deuteronomy. 
 

9
The Lord your God will make you abundantly prosperous in all your           

undertakings, in the fruit of your body, in the fruit of your livestock, and in the 
fruit of your soil. For the Lord will again take delight in prospering you, just as 
he delighted in prospering your ancestors, 

10
when you obey the Lord your 

God by observing his commandments and decrees that are written in this book 
of the law, because you turn to the Lord your God with all your heart and with 
all your soul.
